Im portant Attendance Facts
There are 190 days in a school year, which leaves 175 days to spend on family time, shopping, appointments and
other things! Any child with attendance below 90%, regardless of the reason for the absence, is considered to be a
persistent absentee. This equates to just 2 days each month.
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(Mot fair on your child)

IS YOUR CHILD A PERSISTENT ABSENTEE? Statistics show that persistent absentees are less likely to achieve their
full potential, and can affect GCSE grades, and a child’s future prospects. If your child is a persistent absentee then
you will receive a call from Mr Smart and Miss Woodward. You will then go on to a Fast Track program for 6 weeks,
where we work with you to improve your child’s attendance. CAN YOUR CHILD AFFORD TO MISS OUT? It is your
Legal Responsibility. If your child does not attend school regularly (over 90%) the Local Authority can take action
against you. This can be through a Fixed Penalty Notice (fine) or a summons to appear at the Magistrates Court.
